EXCURSION ESSAOUIRA

Essaouira is a port and tourist city located on the Atlantic coast
of Morocco. Formerly known as the Mogador, By the sea, its
medina (old town) is protected by ramparts of the eighteenth
century, called the Skala of the Kasbah and imagined by
European engineers. Dotted with ancient copper guns, the
fortifications offer views of the ocean.

You will have time to enjoy the charming views of Essaouira,
including its ocher-colored walls, the beautiful Moulay ELl
Hassan Square, the souks, as well as the small streets of the old
medina of the city.
